Detached, produced by the three young film makers, Ellie Hodge, Lucinda Scott and Katie Marsh is a pessimistic outlook over the world of domestic violence, depicting a specific family’s situation from the point of view of a naive young school boy. 

The voiceover creates the feeling of a conscience whilst the varying location shots and shot types enhance the short film’s realistic features. The narrative to the film is limited with the three minutes including a slight insight into the boy’s situation to which there is room for the audience to come to their own conclusive opinions. It is clear that the boy is suffering from clear indications within the shot types such as him hanging his head, walking alone and seeming upset, enhancing his vunerability and innocence. 

It is a sad and painful story from the problems middle class families encounter today, some would argue in their extreme conditions.
